As you know, for over a century Rotary Club members have donated their time, their money and their hearts in countless efforts to improve education, health and the quality of peoples’ lives in communities around the world.  One successful example is our Dictionary Project – distributing free student dictionaries each year to hundreds of thousands of third graders in Maryland and throughout the U.S.

This letter requests your students’ assistance on Halloween in a new pilot project being undertaken by local Rotary Clubs in cooperation with the Maryland-based, international GLOBAL re-VISION Network.  It was inspired by the famous and successful “Trick-or-Treat for UNICEF” program, and it will greatly improve educational and economic opportunities for millions of impoverished people around the world.

This voluntary program is called “SPOOKtacles+Bucks,” with students collecting donations of used eyeglasses plus a dollar from their neighbors when Trick-or-Treating this Halloween. Rotarians will provide all instructions and sample letters to schools, students and parents and will then retrieve the donations from the students’ schools the following week.  Partnering with the GLOBAL re-VISION Network makes it possible to be the initial part of a comprehensive chain that results in a pair of proper eyeglasses being given to a person in need.  

The GLOBAL re-VISION Network uses cutting-edge technology to create charitable vision clinics in impoverished countries that correct impaired vision quickly and accurately exclusively using recycled eyeglasses.   Their extremely successful first clinic is in Mexico, and many more clinics are planned.  With the help of Maryland schools and students this Halloween, “SPOOKtacles+Bucks” can provide the needed resources to open many new clinics.
